People in Action – Record from first-hand 
observation; create a montage or use 
photography to portray movement; gather ideas 
from different artists, methods and techniques 
to create a piece of movement art.

Number: Addition, Subtraction, Multiplication 
and Division - Solve multi step problems in 
contexts, deciding which operations and 
methods to use and why.
