Mathematics 
Number: Place Value – Read, write, order and 
compare numbers to 10,000,000 and determine 
digit value. Round whole numbers to a required 
degree of accuracy. Use negative numbers in 
context, and calculate intervals across zero.  
Number: Addition, Subtraction, Multiplication 
and Division - Solve multi step problems in 
contexts, deciding which operations and 
methods to use and why. 

Science 
Living things and their habitats – Recap 
knowledge of grouping organisms before 
taking a more in-depth look at the 
classification system, how it works and how 
different species that are closely related can 
be identified. Design, describe and name a 
new creature that characteristically sits within 
the Animalia classification.
